Durham Region 
engineers have met with us and are now dealing with 
our contractor to develop the best solution, keeping in 
mind the blocking of the sidewalk and the potential 
moving of the Bus Stop. 

Church Parlor Floor:  While investigating this matter we 
have been told of a new and more durable product, with 
less maintenance, coming on the market and that it 

should be available in September.  If the cost seems in 
line this is a move we will make. 

Resurfacing of Flat Roof Over Parlor and Chapel:  This 
portion of the roof is sorely in need of repair, before it 
jeopardizes the structure of that portion of the building.  
Quotes are being obtained on various methods of doing 
this job.  When a satisfactory quote is received we will 
proceed. 

Interior Maintenance and Repair:  It is hard not to see 
the improvements that our new custodian, Robbie, has 
made during the time he has been with us.  The painting, 
minor repairs, cleaning and general maintenance is ap-
parent.  When you see Robbie in passing, thank him.
